DAIRY FLAT AGRICULTURAL DAY

Annually Since 1938

Agricultural Day is an action packed, fun day for families.
Agricultural Day is included in the school curriculum and is a compulsory school day.
This year’s date is Saturday, 29th October.

There must be at least one caregiver accompanying a child /children for the day. This is a good opportunity for Grandparents, Aunts, Uncles and extended family members to be a part of the school community as they are also invited to come along and join in on Ag Day.

The theme for this year is "RUGBY AROUND THE WORLD."

There are two parts to Agricultural Day:

INDOOR CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:

These activities are done in the classrooms in the week prior to Agricultural Day.  

During the week before Ag Day, children will be given specific projects that will be judged on Friday 28th October and displayed in the classroom on Ag Day. 
Certificates and points are awarded for these activities.
Your child/children will be required to bring to school on Friday 28th October various flowers, vegetables and containers etc for these indoor displays. Information sheets will be given out in due course by your child’s/children’s teacher and will also be available on the school web site.
Please take these displays home at the end of Ag Day, for you and your children to enjoy. 

OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES

It is compulsory for all children to take part preferably in the rearing and caring of a Lamb, Kid, Calf or Chicken (a diary must also be completed if doing a chicken) as this is the main emphasis of our Agricultural Day.
Outdoor activities, which happen on the day, include one or more of the following:

Rearing of Farm Animals
Calves, kids and lambs must be born after 1st July 2011 (just a hint- it may pay to wait until August to get an animal, as they grow quickly and small children have trouble keeping them under control).

The animal however may not be younger than 6 weeks old on Ag Day - i.e. not born after 17th September.

Judging Criteria -sheets will be available from the school office and on the school website after 1st June.

Orphan lambs may be available.

If you would like to go on the orphan lamb wait list, you will need to leave your name and phone number 
at the school office. If you put your name on the list be prepared to receive a lamb at any time after 
1st July. Unfortunately there is no guarantee that we can supply everyone on the list. There may be a charge if the lamb has needed medical attention and/or colostrum.
Brown Shaver Chicks

To be eligible for judging on Ag Day, one day old chicks must be purchased through Dairy Flat School.

Order forms and payment must be made to the school office no later than 3pm Wednesday 8th June. Details for ordering chicks are available on the school website.
A diary must be kept and handed in for judging prior to Ag Day. This is part of the Judging Criteria.

Judging Criteria - sheet s will be available from the school office and on the school website after 1st June.

IF YOUR CHILD/CHILDREN ARE NOT REARING A LAMB, KID, CALF OR CHICK, 

TWO OF THE FOLLOWING CATEGORIES MUST BE ENTERED:
· Make a Scarecrow as per the Judging Criteria (sheets  will be available from the school office and on the school website after 1st June ) during the morning on Ag Day (sticks are provided at a cost of $2.00) 
· Create a K-nex, Lego or Mechano creation as per the Judging Criteria (sheets will be available from the school office and on the school website after 1st June).

· Make a Decorative Plant Pot including a healthy, well established plant as per the Judging Criteria (sheets will be available from the school office and on the school website after 1st June). 

NOTE: There will be NO Caged Pet Section.
The Ag Day Committee is a keen and enthusiastic team working towards a fun filled day and would appreciate any assistance you can give.

There are many activities on Ag Day and every family will be rostered on to help for a period of time. You will be contacted prior to Ag Day.
