LAMBS

Judging Criteria & Information Sheet

Lambs are to be born on or after 1st July this year but before 17th September. All lambs are to be hand reared - one pet per child.  
The emphasis at  Agricultural Day is on the child’s effort and care of their animal.

Lambs must not be shampooed / washed as this destroys the lanolin in the wool.

To be eligible for judging the lamb must have its tail docked (or a ring in place on its tail). Ram lambs are permitted.

For your lamb you will need lamb milk powder (available from Falloon Stock Foods), a bottle, lamb teat, collar and lead. Halters are not permitted.

Follow the instructions on the milk bag for the correct mixing instructions and feeding regime. 

Lambs require feeding 6 times per day when new born and as it grows feeds will reduce to twice daily.

Provide a clean, draft free shelter for your lamb.

The lamb will require various vaccinations. Please contact your local vet.

On Ag Day you will need to bring to school your lamb, lead, rope to tether lamb before/after judging and a drink for your lamb in a bottle or suitable container.
NOTE: If your child gets a 1st place in their ring they will go through to the Champion judging round. 
Judging Criteria
The categories are:
1. Leading and Handling

2. Most Obvious Pet

3. Rearing

LEADING AND HANDLING

· Lamb walks freely, not dragged, lead loose

· Lamb goes beside or slightly behind the handler, on the right side of the handler
· Handler sets the pace

· If the lamb won’t lead, the child is to gently push or pick up their pet, not drag it!
· Starting and stopping when asked.

· Walking up the ramp without hesitation.

· Following the set course.

The Set Course
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Start                             Finish

1. Enter ring at start

2. Lead and walk

3. Lead outside pole

4. Stop at sign for count of three

5. Anti-clock wise or clock wise around pole (depending on which ring # your in)

6. Walk up ramp

7. Lead past finish and out of ring

MOST OBVIOUS PET 

· Steward holds the lamb - child takes off lead and walks away ( approx. 10 metres) child calls the lamb by name
· If the lamb does not respond after 10 seconds the steward will direct the lamb to the child

Judging Criteria:

· Lamb leaves the steward immediately on being first called by the child. 

· Lamb goes quickly without hesitation or stopping to the child.
· Child and lamb seem to be well bonded.

REARING
What the judges are looking for:
Is the animal clean and free from scours, the wool condition, has the animal grown well and healthy, are the animals feet clipped (if old enough) and no sign of foot rot

What the child should know:

Age (approximate) of lamb, breed, how often, how much  and what is the lamb being fed.Why is the lamb being bottle raised,what do they do to keep their lamb healthy.
