CALVES 

Judging Criteria & Information Sheet

The emphasis at Agricultural Day is on the child's effort and care of their animal.
Calves are to be hand reared- one animal per child.

The calf is to be born on or after 1st July but before 17th September.

All calves, regardless of age must be ear tagged for Ag Day. This is an Animal Health Board TB regulation.

No clipping,  trimming, oiling or singeing of calves is permitted.

For your calf you will need:

Calf milk powder ( available from Falloon Stock Foods), bottle ,teat, halter and lead (chains are not permitted).

Calves require feeding twice daily. Remember to keep your feeding equipment clean. Calves are prone to scours during hand rearing and can deteriorate quickly.

Seek advice from your vet about de horning, vaccinations and health care.

Your calf will need shelter and access to good, clean pasture.

On Ag Day you will need to bring your calf to school with its halter and lead, rope to tether it before/after judging, a drink for your calf in a suitable container.

You will need to attach your Ag Day number to yourself so that it is easily visible to the judges.

Judging Criteria
The categories are:

1. Leading and Handling

2. Grooming and Rearing

3.Beef or Dairy Type

LEADING and HANDLING
Animal walks freely, not dragged -lead loose

Animal walks beside or slightly behind the handler, on the right side of the handler

Handler sets the pace

Starting when asked

Stopping when asked.

Follows the set course.
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1. Enter ring and start

2. Lead at a walk

3. Lead around outside of pole

4. Stop at sign for a count of three

5. Go anti clockwise around pole

6. Lead between hay bales

7. Lead past finish and out of ring

GROOMING and REARING

Judges will be looking for:

A well brushed and groomed calf

The condition of the calf- has it grown well

Clean and free from lice

Is the calf healthy and scour free

The child should know:

Age and breed of calf

How often, how much and what calf is fed

Where the calf is housed and what shelter is required

What do they do to keep the calf healthy

BEEF or DAIRY TYPE
For this category calves will be divided into sections.

Judges will be looking at the calf to see if it is a good example of its type.

NOTE: All bull calves will be judged in the Beef Section regardless of breed.

JUDGES DECISION IS FINAL

If your child gets a 1st place they will need to enter the Champion round.
